On the occasion of the  Quark Matter 2005 conference, Budapest

Itzhak Tserruya, professor of the Weizmann Institute, Izrael, who was the experimental summary speaker of  the Quark Matter 2005 conference, summarized the major new findings as follows:

„The matter formed behaves like a perfect liquid, not as a gas of free quarks and gluons as originally expected. The constituents of this matter are strongly interacting. As a consequence the matter appears opaque, even very massive particles loose considerable energy in the medium.

   The first results on J/psi production at RHIC, presented for the first time at this conference, show some suppression but do not provide unambiguous evidence for deconfinement. The expected melting or disappearence of the J/psi was not observed.„
