themselves can sell.

We require from authors:

= a completed proposal form

= a complete text on disk
with all notes, illustrations, indices,
ete.
in our standard format (see the style
sheet on our website)

NB most of the standard applica-
tions (Lotus, Microsoft, Corel) can be
used

® one or more recommendations
from eminent scholars, to be used as
the Foreword showing how the book
is a contribution to scholarship on its
particular theme or subject.

= details of 10-20 journals
to which we shall send flyers

= a set-up fee of £25*
to be sent with the signed Agreement
once we have accepted the proposed
book

NB On CD-books selling for £6 authors
will recoup that fee from the royalties of
the first 42 copies.
